The Swiss Path (Ruetli – Bauen)

After climbing 850 steps to Seelisberg you will most likely not be able to resist a refreshing dip into the mountain lake. Yes, you can swim with your mouth open!  The "Swiss Path" around the Lake of Uri takes you on a three-hour panoramic hike from Rütli to Bauen passing by the little village of Seelisberg.

Walenpfad (Bannalp – Engelberg)

Take the gondola to start the four-hour Walen Trail. A cabin brings up to 15 passengers to the Bannalp. From there you can reach a welcoming little mountain restaurant serving its own produce such as goat's milk and cheese, yoghurt and meat. After walks through Alpine meadows, the new cable cars offer a last Panoramic view while riding down to Engelberg.
