The new four-star Radisson Blu Hotel opened its doors at Zurich Airport in July 2008. The ten-storey Airport Hotel building is equipped with 329 rooms plus a congress and conference centre. A special attraction in the centre of the impressive lobby is the 16 meter tall Wine Tower with 4000 bottles of wine, which are gracefully served by the famous Wine Angels.

A safe bet for awards, now and in future

A CHF 1 billion investment for the future
Unique (Flughafen Zürich AG), the airport operator, is launching the development of a new major project at Zurich Airport. A high-quality building development for services with a utilizable area of around 200,000m2 is planned within walking distance of the terminal. Due to its crescent-shaped form it is called "The Circle at Zurich Airport". An investment of around CHF 1 billion is planned for the project over the next ten years.
